The day after the utter 

evil of the Manchester 

bombing, the poet,  

Tony Walsh, concluded his extremely 

moving recitation of ôThis is the 

placeõ, by exhorting the crowds to 

òChoose love, Manchesteró. 

I t is  hugely humbling and              

encouraging to see that, in essence 

it seems this is 

what the people 

of Manchester 

a n d  L o nd o n ,    

following terrorist 

atrocities, have 

chosen to do.  

There could very 

unders tandably 

have been calls 

for retaliation, for 

acts of revenge, but instead there 

has been a determination to carry 

on, respect others and build lives.   

Such a response would not occur in 

all places in the world.  I like to think 

that maybe our reaction has been 

so considered, because of Christian 

values permeating our culture: i.e. 

the teaching of Jesus, the Prince of 

Peace, to òlove our enemiesó has 

become an essential part of who 

we are.  

Jesus taught, lived and died in the 

vital truth that retaliation leads to an 

escalation of suffering and the   

compounding of misery.  His Way 

established that the ôpower of love 

overcomes the love of powerõ. 

The early Church, persecuted and 

oppressed at the start, eventually 

ôconqueredõ the Roman Empire by 

living in such a way. Christians    

overcame hatred by practising the 

words of St Paul: òDo not take      

revenge, my 

dear friends, but 

leave room for 

Godõs wrath, for 

it is written: ôIt is 

mine to avenge; I 

will repay,õ says 

the Lord. On the 

contrary: ôIf your 

enemy is hungry, 

feed him; if he is 

thirsty, give him something to drink. 

In doing this, you will heap burning 

coals on his head.õ Do not be    

overcome by evil, but overcome 

evil with good.ó  (Romans 12:19-21)

who have become bound in evil,

Water is essential for life.  It is a    

renewable, yet  finite  resource ð

only 1% of the total water on Earth 

is available as fresh water.  This has 

to  be  shared  between  nature,  

agriculture, industry and homes.  

In Britain we each 

use around 150 

litres of tap water a 

day, but this       

i n c r e a s e s  t o 

around 3.400 litres 

if you include    

water used to   

produce food and 

other consumer 

products. It is     

i m p o r t a n t  t o      

understand the 

relationship  

between decisions we make as  

consumers and issues of water    

scarcity and pollution, both in the UK 

and around the world.   

Even though water does not        

appear to be in short supply in the 

UK, saving water at home means 

that there is more left for other     

species and the environment.      

Wetlands in England have declined 

by 90% since the industrial             

revolution. Wetlands ð water    

meadows, marshes and fens ð     

provide habitats for thousands of 

species of plants and animals and 

are important for flood protection 

and drought minimisation.  They also 

trap and store carbon, helping in 

the battle against climate change.    

We are dependent on the          

availability of water in other parts of 

the world for many things, like rice, 

cotton, coffee and grapes.  

Fulfilling the demand for plastic and 

paper packaging requires over 300 

billion m3 of water each per year! 

Pollution is caused 

in the production 

of packaging, 

both in the country 

where the raw  

material is sourced 

and in the country 

w h e r e  i t  i s         

m a n u f a c t u r e d .  

Cutting down on 

packaging and 

recyc l ing can    

s i g n i f i c a n t l y        

improve water 

quality around the world.  

Water is precious ð we must use it 

with consideration.

Buy energy and water efficient dishwashers and washing machines.  

Collect rainwater in a water butt to use to water plants or wash your car.  

Take shorter showers ð by knocking 1 minute off your shower time a family of 

four could save up to Ã120 on utility bills per year! 

Fit tap aerators to increase the pressure of water coming from your tap, whilst 

decreasing the volume of water used.  

30-40% of household water is used for flushing toilets ð fit a water displacing 

ôhippoõ if you have a toilet cistern which was fitted before 2001.

ECO TIPS:  WATER 

LEARN ABOUT YOUR ôWATER FOOTPRINTõ 

It takes roughly 10 litres of water to produce 1 sheet of paper!  Reduce paper 

use where possible and reuse scrap paper.  

The water footprint of just 200g beef is equivalent to over 90 4 -minute     

showers!  Eat chicken instead ð this takes a quarter of the amount of water to 

produce.  

A single cotton t -shirt has about 25 baths of water embedded in it.

DRINK TAP WATER ð NOT BOTTLED WATER 

Tap water in the UK is just as good for you and virtually free.  

Each year in the UK we consume 3 billion litres of bottled water.  Bottled   

water is unsustainable and a major cause of pollution.  

Enough oil is used producing bottled water in the UK to heat 32,000 homes 

for a year, contributing to global warming by releasing 45,000 tonnes of    

carbon dioxide into the atmosphere.  

15 million plastic bottles are thrown away each day in Britain.  Only 1 in 4 are 

recycled, the rest go to landfill/incinerators or end up in our oceans.  

Help tackle plastic waste by taking a refillable stainless steel bottle when you 

go out, rather than buy bottled water.
